Report Validates Circles 
A recent report prepared by Pastor Zach validates the Circles.  The report was based on the recent questionnaires 
submitted by the congregation.  The questionnaires asked church members to compare the Circles with the former 
departments. The report was also based on a comparison of the ministries accomplished through the departments 
as opposed to the ministries accomplished through the Circles.  According to the report summary, “The survey 
results and the increased participation both indicate that the members of the  congregation prefer the Spirit driven 
Circles Ministries over the business-driven departments.  I think that this is because the people in the Church see 
the Circle Ministries as being scripturally based and thus authentic and open to their inspiration by the Spirit. I also 
believe that the reason for this is because the people believe that the Church should be a place that is business free. 
To me, this makes sense.  Six days a week, we are out in a world that is business oriented, focused, and driven.  On 
Sunday, when we go to church, we expect to avoid anything having to do with business.  We want to be and strive to 
be Spirit oriented, focused, and driven.  I think that the Circles Ministries are enabling the people to do so.  Also, I 
think what is going on here as well is that each Sunday during the concerns we ask if there are “any other joys or 
concerns for us to lift up and share as a church family,” because that is how we see ourselves—as a church family.  
People don’t expect families to be operated and run like a business.  They expect families to be governed by the 
Spirit.  I think that when we had the departments, we had a tendency to put the constitution and bylaws up on a 
pedestal.  When it came to running the church, we almost put them on the same level as the Bible.  We turned to 
these official documents when there was a decision to be made, as if they alone could provide us with an answer.  
We, in effect, had another god before God.  Before the Circles, the ministers talked about “the church family,” but  
we were structured and functioned more like a business.  I think that the Circles have helped us to get back on track 
to being structured and functioning like a family--the family of God.  A similar analogy could be made with being The 
Body of Christ.  I think that the Circles Ministries have also helped us to go out and embark on the Great 
Commission.  I think that we are doing this in new and exciting ways--ways that, under the old departments, we 
would have never thought possible.”  (See this newsletter’s insert on new ministries resulting from the Circles.)
