Forgiveness Circle Insight What does the Bible say about forgiveness? In Matthew 6 Jesus taught us how
to pray. 6:6 But when yo u pray, go into your room, close the door and pray to your Father, who is unseen.
6:9-13 This, then, is how you should pray: ©  Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name, your k  ingdom
come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven . Give us today our daily bread. Forgive us our debts,
as we also have forgiven our debtors . And lead us not into temptation but deliver us fr om the evil one.”
6:14-15 For if you forgive men when they sin against you , your heavenly Father will also forgive you. But

if you do not forgive men their sins, your Father w ill not forgive your sins.  Jesus gives a startling warning
about forgiveness: if we refuse to forgive others, God will also refuse to forgive us. Why? Because when we don't
forgive others, we are denying our common ground as sinners in need of God’s forgiveness. God’s forgiveness of
sin is not the direct result of our forgiving others, but it is based on our realizing what forgiveness means. It is
easy to ask God for forgiveness, but difficult to grant it to others. Whenever we ask God to forgive us for sin, we
should ask ourselves, “Have | forgiven the people who have wronged me?” (quoted from Life Application Study Bible,
NIV)
